The Fluvanna SPCA is a 501(c)(3) nonprofit animal welfare agency that pro-
vides temporary shelter and care for the communityõs homeless dogs and 
cats until good homes can be found for them. The FSPCA also provides ani-
mal pound services to Fluvanna County. A little more than one third of our 
annual operating budget is funded by the County; however, most of our 
funding comes from grants, fundraising events, thrift store sales, adoption 

and boarding fees, and contributions from businesses and individual donors.  
 
These funds are used to provide the animals with food, water, and medical treatment for health 
conditions such as heartworm, ringworm, respiratory illnesses, and bone fractures, in addition to 
routine vet exams, vaccinations, and spay/neuter surgeries. Funds are used to purchase equip-
ment and supplies, maintain the building and grounds, and compensate a small group of hard -

working staff who are very dedicated to taking good care of the animals.  
 
In 2009, we cared for nearly 1,000 cats and dogs, including long -term residents 
Alvin and Sam. One hundred fifty were happily reunited with their owners while 
370 were adopted by new families. One hundred sixty -eight were transferred to 
other animal rescue organizations that also provide adoption services. Our rate 
of saving animal lives was significantly higher than at many Virginia animal 
pounds (view statistics at www.vdacs.virginia.gov/animals/welfare.shtml). All 
of this was accomplished on a shoestring budget of approximately $200,000 last 

year - less than $200 per animal!
